Many of you may have beenf aced with the same chall enge that we
wer e here at Royster Middl e School ;findingt ime duringt he
school dayfor remediationa nd enr ichment. Wecall our answer
"Roc ket Time". We were abletocarve 30 mnutes out of our dail y
schedul e for remediationa nd enr ichment .

Hereis how wefound thetime. First wetookone minutefrom
each class period. Each class period is how 44 mnutes. We then
tookone mnutefromeach lunch shift. We havethreelunc h
shifts sot his gave us an additional 3 mnutes. And finally,the
remaind er of our timecamefromour advisory period which | eft
us with a20 minute advisory period int he after noon. Making
these sacrifices was not easy and at times our staff became
divided. How ever,what we end ed upwith inr eturn was a30
minu t e period each day dedicated tow or kingw ith student s that
need extra hel pand remediationa s wel |l as providing

oppor tunit ies for enr ichment .

Through this new schedul ewe werealsoabletopr ovide each
col | abor ative teacher gr oup one day each weektime to meet and
col | abor ate. Our student handbookh as al sobecome a mor e
impor tant tool for our students. Staff may stamp any particul ar
day ina student 's hand bookw hichrequiresthemtocometot heir
class. Student s may al sor equest tobe stamped toattend a
class of their choic e. Student 's that are not stamped may attend
any of theenr ichment activities of their choic eor got oa study
hall or thelibrarytoc atch upont heir reading.

After this first year of "Roc ket Time" many of the skeptics are
now very much infavor of what we had togiv e uptomake this
happenand Idon't know if it is adirect result or not , but
prelimnaryresultsonone of our gr ades state math assessment s
show that over 90% have meet stand ards or above! Thereare
many mor e detail stoou r "Roc ket Time" thanl canQ cover int his
shor t article but if you would |ike toknow mor e,don't hesitate
tocall.

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SETTING GOALS

A few years ago Jerry Bruch, assistant principal, asked staff if they would like the
administrative team at Washburn Rural Middle School to set goals for the state
assessments. Each student would sit down with an administrator and look over
the previous year’s state assessment scores and our early warning assessment
scores.

Washburn Rural uses two early warning assessments that are comparable to
other districts MAP Tests. Our early warning assessments (EWA) are a very
good predictor of success on state assessments. We divide the total school
population and sit down with each student individually and set goals. Obviously,
no student can set a goal at academic warning or approaches standards. It also
gives us a chance to have a short chat with each student. This is not a small
task considering Washburn Rural Middle School has 848 students!

Right before testing starts, students are given the goal sheets to them as a
reminder of their goals. Does it help? On Friday, February 26", we finished our
7" grade state reading assessments. At least 20 students at lunch time let our
assistant principal know they had made their goal in reading and would work
hard on math. Our teachers truly believe it is worth the time and effort to talk to
students about their individual goals. | know it is not an easy task to talk to every
student in the building.

Another benefit came from one student that said in the 7 years she had attended
school this was the first time a principal had talked to her. With that in mind
Washburn Rural Middle School will continue our goal efforts.
